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This assignment will be an exploration of times when we were made to feel alienated or like an outsider.  You will be responsible for writing a story that describes, in great detail, an incident where you were made to feel as though you did not belong for whatever reason.  The situation can describe overt (i.e. bullying, physical violence, name calling…) or covert actions (passive aggressive behaviors, omission…) and how you felt as a result.  You will print out a typed version of your story and submit it anonymously.  The stories will then be randomly redistributed to students who will read the story and create an illustration of the incident using embroidery.
You must also submit a copy of the story with your name and period # to the teacher. (This means that you should print 2 copies of your story.)
Due Monday November 8th
Write a one page story in the present tense, describing the situation that you experienced.  The story should be very descriptive.  It should hinge on the sensory—what do you see, hear, feel, smell, taste?

Address the following, somewhere in your story, using the sensory criteria above:

*What is the setting? Where and when does your story take place?

*Who are the characters in your story?  Who’s the protagonist? Who’s the antagonist?

*What is the conflict?  The conflict may be driven in multiple ways.  There may be a person in conflict with another person, or with society, internally, or a combination of the three.
*Is there any other background information that is integral to understanding the situation?
Describe your feelings throughout the story using tangible and intangible details.  For example:

(Intangible) I feel anxious.

(Tangible) Sweat is breaking out on my brow.
